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POPULATION TRENDSBY AGE IN THE SKILLMAN
NEIGHBORHOODS, 2000 - 2010

Data Driven Detroit (D3) has utilized the Census Bureau’s first 2010 release — the PL-94 171 Redistricting
File — to look at population change in Detroit in general, with a specific analysis of the Skillman
Foundation’s six investment neighborhoods. The file is limited to total population, population 18 and
over and population less than 18 years. Each is tabulated by race and Hispanic origin. An additional
tabulation of housing units and their occupancy status is also included."

This document includes a series of profiles that looks first at the neighborhoods as one entity and then
as individual neighborhoods. We have also included thematic maps and reference maps. In the case of
the later, a number of census tracts were changed between 2000 and 2010. Only two neighborhoods
were affected by these changes — Northend/Central and Southwest Detroit Neighborhoods.

What the numbers say:

The City of Detroit experienced a loss of 237,493 residents (25 percent) over the last decade. While the
adult population (18 years+) fell by 20.2 percent, the rate of loss for the youth population (<18 years)
was 1.75 times as great - 35.6 percent.

Skillman neighborhoods, as a whole, experienced lower degrees of population loss for both adults and
youth. In addition, the degree of youth loss was less than 1.5 times that of adults.

Population trends, however, differed greatly across neighborhoods. Brightmoor, Northend/Central and
Osborn experienced youth population losses greater than 40 percent. While Brightmoor experienced
the highest rate of youth population loss (49.1 percent), Osborn experienced the greatest adult-youth
differential, with youth leaving at a rate well over twice that of adults. These trends clearly show the
dominance of households with children (both two-parent and single parent) leading the move out of
Detroit - primarily for schools and safety.

The other three neighborhoods - Chadsey/Condon, Cody Rouge and Southwest Detroit Neighborhoods -
were almost mirror opposites. All lost population, both adult and youth, at rates below city averages. In
addition, the two neighborhoods in southwest Detroit lost youth at rates below that of adults, while
Cody Rouge showed very little difference between the two. These trends may be attributed to ethnic
communities who are tied to place and have addressed education through a variety of options.

The strength of the Hispanic/Latino community is demonstrated by its increasing share of the
population across the Skillman "footprint." Concentrated in two neighborhoods, with slight losses in the
other four, their growing number, combined with losses in all other race groups, increased their overall
population share from 17.1 to 23.5 percent, and their share of youth from 18.9 to 30.3 percent.

What the numbers say:
