For decades, foundations, community organizations, researchers, and others
in the Detroit region, struggled with the task of gathering data and
information from a multitude of divergent sources. Several years ago, an
initial exploration of developing a local neighborhood indicators initiative
began when local stakeholders realized that growth and improvement are
driven not by governments acting alone, but by collaborations between public
officials, nonprofits, and individuals who live and work in affected
neighborhoods. Initiated by a 3-year "incubation" the Skillman and Kresge
foundations, the Detroit-Area Community Information System (DACIS) was
launched in 2009 to do just that. Its mission is: to promote and facilitate the
use of neighborhood level data to strengthen the capacity of public and
private institutions and residents working to create positive change for the
Detroit Metropolitan Area. With advanced information technology, data
sharing agreements, professional expertise, research, and community
partnerships, D-ACIS offers stakeholders unprecedented opportunity for
raising awareness and advocating change in communities where they live and
work.
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2009 One D Scorecard

The purpose of the Regional Scorecard is to provide a
comprehensive look at the status of the region
through key indicators that align with the five priority
areas of One O Economic Prosperity, Educational
Preparedness, Quality of Life, Race Relations and
Regional Transit. The Scorecard monitors Southeast
Michigan’s performance in over 75 cutcome-based
indicators.

Through the Scorecard, One O aims to increase
access to key information, foster a more informed
civic dialogue, track progress on shared regional goals
and report on change within the indicators.

By providing this information we hope to stimulate
discussion about where we are today and where we
hope to take the Detroit region in the future. This
year, we have ranked ourselves against other
metropolitan areas and states to provide more
meaningful context.

This scorecard is intended to serve as a baseline
against which we can begin to compare our progress
over time, relative to curselves and to other regions.
